SPRITES


SPRITES is a philanthropic organization of twenty-two mother daughter teams for each grade level, seventh through twelfth, residing in the Grossmont Union School District. SPRITES encourages mother and daughter participation in community affairs through Spiritual, Philanthropic, Recreational, Inspirational, Training, Educational, and Social activities.


SPRITES membership responsibilities include, but are not limited to:

1.  Financial -

Additional grade level expenses are approximately $100.00-$200.00 per year depending on activities.

2.   Attendance - Mothers are required to attend a minimum of 9 and daughters must attend a minimum of 8 general and grade level meetings per year. 50% attendance at each daughter’s meetings is required for mothers with two or more daughters.  The general meetings are held in the months of October, January and May.  Additional general meetings may be scheduled.  Adult members must meet these requirements for each active SPRITES daughter.

3.   Adult Participation - Adult members are required to serve on the Board of Directors or to be a grade level sponsor during their SPRITES membership.  This requirement must be fulfilled for each SPRITES daughter (two

daughters = two Board positions, etc.)

4. Annual Fund Raiser - Members are required to support this event by selling a required number of tickets (6), 

helping with grade level tasks, and by attending this event.  Currently tickets sell for $30.00 each.

5. Service Hours - Each youth member is required to participate annually in a minimum of 10 hours of grade level philanthropic activities and 5 hours working on fashion show/annual benefit activities.  Each adult member is required to participate annually in a minimum of 5 hours of philanthropic activities.
